It really does feel like 2023 is a year of rebuilding and
change. Our school undertook one of the largest evaluations
of teaching and learning that | have personally experienced
as a Principal. We questioned and evaluated almost

all aspects of our learning from semesters; modules;
Wananga and the spaces that students learn in. We spoke
to teachers, board members, parents and whanau and

of course we asked our students. This was all layered

on top of a curriculum refresh and a major change in

the delivery of NCEA Level 1. It would be easy to say

that so much change has been exhausting, but in reality
we are more excited about refocusing back on teaching
and learning after so many years in which we have been
reactive to everything other than teaching and learning.

One of the first steps in this process was to make

sure we all understood our purpose. This clear vision
and purpose has been under huge pressure whilst we
battled imposed changes and the government’s focus
on managing a pandemic. We decided that at the end of
the day we are here to deliver a high quality education
to all our students. There are other aspects that also
come into play, such as wellbeing and access to sports
and cultural elements, yet at the end of the day we are
here to teach. We also wanted to make sure that we are
a great choice for schooling in North Canterbury and that
the community believes in us and in what we provide.

As you can imagine when you throw in a huge increase in
participation in sports and cultural activities, building a
whare and enhancing Rakahuri, the impact on society of a
recession, and the coming out of a pandemic, we have had

a fantastic and challenging year. What has been a highlight

is the overwhelming support we have received from our
community with their engagement of our evaluation and also
the offering of time to help coach our teams. We are really

in a great position to push forward and strive to achieve our
goal of being a great school that we can all be proud of.

There have been many highlights this year
for me as a Principal, too numerous to
mention, however here are just a few:

e ShowQuest is always a highlight. Not because we
always win or come close to winning, but because
of the diversity of the students that engage in it
at our kura. We have Year 9's working with Year
13's, Head Students, sporting students with music
students, and so on. It is a real coming together of
a representation of all our students and | love it.

e Sports have taken a huge shift up in participation.
It is these extra curricular activities that provide
the colour and flavour of our school and they
teach our students to learn how to not only win
with humility but also to lose with dignity.

e We have a focus on reconnecting and growing the
arts this year and one of my all time favourite events
was our Showcase where dance, drama, music and
art came together on a night that saw the hall packed
to the brim with students, parents and staff to
celebrate the amazing talent that we had on offer.

o | have to mention the Vikings. | re-entered the world of
coaching after an exodus of 12 years and was gifted the
mighty Senior B boys basketball team, most famously
known as “The Vikings”. We had a great season and
tournament, and were famous for “Pillage on 3..."” Thank
you to Kirsty for both managing and allowing me to coach.

e During the last week of term 3 | had a visit
from a very lovely person. Claudine in Year 9
used her recognition credits to buy ‘coffee on
the couch with Mr Kearney'. It was fantastic to
spend some time getting to know Claudine.

Finally, | would like to take this opportunity to talk about
Mr Donnelly. Mr Donnelly held the position of Associate
Principal at our school for 5 years. This position is second in
charge at school and in his time he has often found himself
in the Principal role. He is one of the kindest men | have
ever had the pleasure to work with, and always places the
needs of the student at the heart of what he does.

OUR GOVERNANCE TEAM

The Rangiora High Board is responsible for the
school’s performance and ensuring that policies are
in place and all legal requirements are met. We are
accountable for student achievement. We set the
vision for our kura. We work hard to ensure that staff
have everything they need to ensure our students
have the best learning opportunities possible.

Thank you to fellow Board members Darryn Ward,

Ben Prain, Megan McNay, Andrew Hodgkinson, Louise
Courtney, Staff Representative Gillian Koster and our
Student Representative Amber Patterson. You have all
generously volunteered your time and expertise to ensure
our kura meets the high expectations of our community.
Amber finishes up after two years on the Board and has
played an important role in ensuring our decisions are
grounded and student focused. Amber has gained skills
and knowledge that will serve her well for her future. We
welcome our newly appointed student representative,
Tynisa Kaiser Leyendecker, to the Board for 2024.

Rowena McKinney is our superhuman Board
Secretary who possesses incredible organisational
skills (as well as extreme patience and tolerance) to
ensure the smooth running of Board meetings. We
are appreciative of her tremendous work ethic.

STRATEGIC DIRECTION

The schoolwide mantra for 2023 was ‘Know Me Guide
Me’. This focused on ensuring that kaiako/teachers really
got to know their akonga/students. In this way, they can
better support each and every student to achieve their
personal and academic goals. It has been pleasing to note
the shift in student engagement and achievement as a
result of this focus. Whenever | walk through classrooms
at Rangiora High, | am impressed by how positive and
genuine the learning relationships are between teachers
and students. This is a great school with brilliant teachers.

ENHANCING OUR ENVIRONMENT

The Board made some significant strategic
decisions around property this year.

Our ageing two-court gymnasium received much
needed cosmetic attention. This was not a rebuild but
a renovation, re-paint and internal spruce-up which
also included an upgrade of the changing rooms. The
design and infrastructure of this building are relatively
sound and we acknowledged that if we were to try
and achieve 'like for like’ with a brand new gymnasium
rebuild (retaining two basketball courts), we would
not be able to afford any other major building projects
at Rangiora High School for quite some time.

We also prioritised two infrastructure projects. One
was to deal with the feedback we receive regularly
about managing noise levels in the Rakahuri building.
We approved plans to implement a range of acoustic
treatments and internal structural changes to improve
the teaching and learning experience for all kaiako/
teachers and akonga/students. We also upgraded

the cooling and heating systems in many of our
blocks to improve the indoor environment.

Our most immediate property project was the
construction of a new whare. This got underway in Term 4
and is situated closer to the heart of our school than the
current ageing prefab building which was over the road
from the main hub of our school. We have been working
closely with our Rinanga, Ngai Taahuriri, every step of
the way. We have a significant number of Maori students
and whanau that will benefit from this, however all of our
students will have access to this purpose-built learning
space in the course of their studies at Rangiora High
School. The ‘Whare Manaaki’ will be a teaching area first,
but also a meeting space for students, whanau and the
wider school community. This $1.5 million project is fully
funded from Board reserves. We are grateful to all those
who provided feedback during the consultation phase.

The construction of a performing arts centre, to
replace the current hall, was identified as a priority
and we began the early stages of planning for this.
This is a multi-million dollar project that will require
some Ministry of Education funding as well as support
from our local council. We outgrew our existing hall
quite some time ago and it is not fit for purpose to



showcase the arts in the way that our students and
community deserve. A large, modern performing arts
centre will not only be of benefit to our school, but the
wider North Canterbury region. This is a very exciting
project and highlights our long term commitment

to strengthen the arts at Rangiora High School.

There was also some progress on revisioning the Rangiora
High School farm. We are in the process of reexamining
our use of the land as a centre of sustainability and
trying to ensure more students can access this resource
over a broader range of subject areas during their

time at Rangiora High. We acknowledge that to fully
optimise the use of this land as an educational resource
for our students, we need to move away from using

it solely to showcase a traditional model of farming.
The Board provided funding to ensure that our Head

of Science, David Newsham-West, took a year out

of the classroom to develop a future focused plan

for the farm to be used as an innovation hub and a
sustainability centre. The Board is excited about the
possibilities ahead for this valuable part of the school.

STRONG LEADERSHIP

Thank you to Bruce Kearney, our Principal, for his
limitless energy and the positive tone he has maintained
at Rangiora High School this year. Bruce has a crystal
clear vision for our kura, and a drive to improve student
engagement and achievement. He is highly visible (and
audible!) around the school - even making time to coach a
basketball team this year. Bruce is an exceptional leader.

Our senior leadership team of Paul Donnelly, Paula
McDonald, Scott Wright, Chris Quigley and Haidee
Tiffen have led with strength and we appreciate their
hard work and dedication. We farewell Paul after five
years in his role as Associate Principal and thank him for

his contribution. He will be fondly remembered by staff
and students as a kind, nurturing leader. We welcome
Remihana Emery who will take up this position in 2024.

David Lowe, our business manager, continues to be
an integral part of our finance and property strategy.
David wears many hats in this role and is passionate
about making Rangiora High the best place it can be.
We are very fortunate to have someone as passionate
about the future of Rangiora High as David.

Thank you for your 2022 Grant of $695 for a Trinocular
Microscope and USB Microscope camera.

This Microscope and the camera that fits into the top
eyepiece and projects onto the big screen in the Laboratory
has revolutionised microscope investigations in Biology.

Students are now able to see clearly what the teacher is
instructing them to find on their own microscope slides.
Teachers are able to point out features of the organism
under the microscope in real time video. And student
prepared slides can be showcased to the whole class.

Parents have commented to Science Teachers

that their children have come home excited to see
pond life creatures on the big screen in real time
and be able to see internal structures like the heart
pumping and muscles moving in greater detail than
normally observed under a student microscope.

team handles all the
backstage technical elements of audio visual
presentations, sound mixing and stage lighting for
presentations, assemblies and stage and musical
performances.This year, the team has grown
dramatically in numbers, capability and expertise.

One of the many areas of school life that suffered
during the pandemic years was that we were unable
to train new recruits while we had very few events
to support. As things opened up in the second half
of 2022, Captain Sophie McNeill worked hard to
recruit and train a larger team. The new team has
come together well in 2023 and we now have a
great mix of juniors and seniors, all multi skilled,
learning quickly about the technologies we use.

In late 2022 we upgraded the AV projection system
with dual HDMI inputs and in 2023 we rebuilt the
stage lighting, replacing the old analogue board that
had served us well with Lightfactory, a new digital
management system. As musical, dance and stage
performances have increased during this year, the team
has been called upon to support multiple activities in
school assemblies, lunch time karaoke, House Choir
performances, band performances and many others.

A highlight of the year was the Rangiora High School
ShowCase early in Term 3. A variety show of any type

is one of the most technically complicated events
possible. The new team expertly handled over 20 acts,
all with different sound and stage lighting requirements,
as well as logistics for bands and dance troupes.

SOCIAL

We have had another
great year in Social
Sciences, with many rich
learning experiences

in and out of the
classroom. Here is a
snapshot of some of
the different courses
we offer with our
fantastic faculty.

JUNIOR SOCIAL STUDIES

Our Year 9 and 10 akonga have had another full year of
learning focused on local histories and global issues.

In Year 10 akonga have studied different perspectives
related to land ownership alongside some of the social
movements and protests which have resulted from
these. We watched the film Whina to take an in depth
look at Dame Whina Cooper’s contribution to the fight
against inequality and land ownership for Maori. We
also studied the Porangi Boy, a fictional novel about

a young person’s fight to save a significant landmark
in his town. Our main focus for the year has been on
having a solutions based approach to all of our topics.
This has been applied to local issues such as the food
in schools programme, as well as global issues such

as poverty and climate change. Our akonga have

just delivered speeches about what they consider to
be the best solution to a particular global issue.

LEVEL 1 GEOGRAPHY

We have had a fantastic year learning about all things
Geographic. Our focus has been on our local environment
with two 1 day field-trips. These were to the Rakahuri
River in Semester 1, to study river processes and collect
data for a research Internal Standard, as well as a visit
to Tahaitara Coastal Park, in Semester 2, to study
environmental sustainability. Our akonga were lucky
enough to be able to participate in some native tree
planting while we were there. We have also studied

the proposed Tarras Airport to investigate different
perspectives and apply our problem solving skills. We
finished the year off by focusing on investigating the
where and why of different Geographic global patterns
such as coral reefs, tropical rainforests and wildfires.
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LEVEL 2 GEOGRAPHY

We have had a great year, getting back into what we
love in Geography... getting out and about to experience
what we are learning about! We had an amazing

trip in Semester 1 over to the West Coast. Students
undertook research and had guest speakers talk to
them about ‘Future proofing Flood Protection’ in the
area. They had fun at the Pancake Rocks where they
had brilliant views right up and down the coastline.

In Semester 2 we have learned about the global pattern
of Tropical Rainforests and students are currently working
hard on their Geographic skills practise for exams. Overall
it has been a very enjoyable and successful year.

LEVEL 3 GEOGRAPHY

Our Level 3 Geographers recently spent a day visiting
beaches along Pegasus Bay as part of their research
standard. We were investigating changes from Amberley
in the North to New Brighton in the South, and the
processes which have caused these changes. Students
designed their own methods of data collection, and even
made some of their own equipment to investigate their
chosen aim. Despite the cold, we had a great day. | have
been really impressed by the ingenuity of our students,
thinking outside the square about how they would gather
their data, and also that no one fell in the sea! A great
fun day out, and some awesome learning. Our final trip
of the year was to Queenstown, where we investigated
the impacts and issues associated with the Tourism
Industry in preparation for our external examinations.




LEVEL 1 HISTORY

Themes covered this year included Women's suffrage,
New Zealand’s contributions to the various wars

of the twentieth century and also an investigation

of the way cultures have interacted with each

other in Australia.The majority of students enjoyed
their learning experiences with these topics.

LEVEL 2 HISTORY

The highlight of Year 12 History this year has been
the high level of engagement and enthusiasm from
the 60 plus students who have taken the subject.
Topics ranging from “Pioneers in the American West”
to aspects of “War and Peace” have allowed students
to expand their knowledge and understanding, while
also allowing them to make contrasts and connections
with events in Aotearoa. Historical concepts and
skills such as “perspectives”, “resource analysis”,
“research” and “report writing” have helped establish
the class as “lifelong learners.” A variety of learning
activities has made this process both engaging

and highly enjoyable- group work, documentaries,
quizzes, slideshows, posters and much more.

LEVEL 2 SOCIAL STUDIES

In the past year, our senior students have demonstrated

a commitment to education and activism, making a
positive impact in various ways. They actively participated
in environmental conservation efforts by collaborating
with local organisations to plant hundreds of trees.
Additionally, they dedicated their time to mentor

young students in kapa haka at local primary schools,
providing valuable experiences for all involved.

During a period of economic hardship, some students
volunteered at the local food bank, connecting with
the community and gaining a deeper understanding
of the challenges faced by some residents.

Furthermore, the entire class engaged in critical inquiries
into pressing social issues, conducting extensive research
on topics such as racial and gender inequalities in New
Zealand and youth crime. This empowered them to
comprehend the complex forces shaping our world.

A significant highlight of the year was the exploration
of Rosa Parks and the Black Civil Rights Movement.
Through various activities, students delved into

Rosa Parks’ life and her pivotal role in the civil rights
struggle, emphasising the importance of peaceful
resistance and individual capacity to drive change.
Overall, our senior students exemplify the power of
education and activism to create positive change.

LEVEL 2 AND 3 TOURISM

It has been great to work with a super group of students
this year in Tourism, many of whom have worked

really hard and gained valuable credits as a result. The
course aims to provide skills and knowledge to support
students gaining positions in the industry or to go on

to further education at places like the NZ School of
Tourism in Christchurch or at QRC in Queenstown.

The highlights of the year have definitely been the
field trips! As Tourism students it is essential that
they can draw from personal experiences, and build
on these, as well as meeting people who work in the
industry to learn from them. We have managed to
access STAR funding too through our Careers Dept,
which has allowed us to keep the costs down.

Our first trip was to Hanmer Springs for the day where we
learnt about their history and employment opportunities
in the Springs, as well as experiencing a jet boat ride
through Amuri Jet. More recently we have returned
from a four day trip to Queenstown where we heard
from a range of professionals who talked with us about
the issues and impacts of Tourism on the town, and
their experiences of working in the industry. In addition
we also experienced the Skyline Gondola, spent the
morning on the Luge, and several students enjoyed

the zip ride and bungy jumping at the iconic Kawarau
Gorge. Tourism offers such amazing opportunities for
our students on many levels, certainly worth a look!

LEVEL 3 PSYCHOLOGY

It has been another hugely successful year in Level 3
Psychology with excellent results. In terms of content,
students have examined the impact of significant
studies by several psychologists such as Milgram,
Freud, Gottesmann and Zimbardo. Students have also
enjoyed the challenge of undertaking and leading their
own Psychological Research Investigation. Students
have explored approaches to a significant mental
health condition and the impacts of an interactionist
approach for the betterment of treatment outcomes
for those with a diagnosis. We continue to strive to
ensure that Psychology is viewed through a wide, critical
lens, to better serve further study, at tertiary level.
